7122 Priority School Access

A priority access policy for each of the schools of the Etiwanda School District financed in whole or in part
by the proceeds of community facilities district taxes shall be established by the Governing Board on
recommendation of the Superintendent. The Board shall review the priority access policy and make
adjustments as deemed necessary. Actual CFD boundary descriptions as set forth by the Board shall be
kept on file by the Superintendent. In establishing or adjusting priority areas, the Board shall be guided by
the following criteria:
